ALPENA MICHIGAN

The purpose of the AIRMAN LEADERSHIP SCHOOL (ALS) is to prepare selected Senior Airman for supervisory and leadership duties in the world’s best aerospace fighting force.  These are vitally important responsibilities.  In order to accomplish them, you will need a well-rounded educational foundation.  This 191 hour course is designed to provide you with the information you’ll need to become a successful leader and supervisor as you continue in your Air National Guard career.

This course places great emphasis on your involvement in the classroom.  Guided discussions and exercises are designed to give you as much hands-on experiential learning as possible.  ALS lessons are presented as informal lectures, guided discussions, and case studies.

The curriculum for the ALS is divided into three major areas:

1.  Profession of Arms


2.  Leadership

3.  Communicative Skills
There is a 2400 curfew Sunday through Thursday, meaning that you must be on the base at that time.  There is no curfew Friday or Saturday.

Evaluations will be completed in several ways.  To be eligible for graduation students will be required to attain at least 70% of the total points available on each of the two multiple-choice evaluations,  and pass all performance evaluations.  In addition to academic and evaluation standards, there are also military standards that must be followed during this course.

***Before departing for school, stop by  your MPF and have them enroll you in the DEERS program.  You are qualified to do so because you will be on orders for over 30 days.  This will enable you to receive government provided medical care while attending Airman Leadership School.

UNIFORMS

Students will be required to wear the SERVICE DRESS, SERVICE uniform, and BDU uniform at designated times during the class.  For the first day of class, students will be required to wear the service uniform.  Females must bring their skirts although they will only be worn on designated days. You do not need to bring the long all weather coat, but you must bring the short jacket.

AWARDS

Awards that will be presented to the outstanding academic and students with the most leadership potential (who have not failed any summative evaluation) will be:

John L Levitow Honor Graduate Award -  This awards denotes excellence as a scholar and a leader.  It is awarded to the student in each class who is most outstanding in academic testing, performance evaluations, and demonstrated leadership as determined by student and faculty votes.

Distinguished Graduate Award – This award is bestowed on the student in the top 10% of the class based on academic testing, performance evaluations, and demonstrated leadership as determined by the faculty.

Leadership Award – Presented to the individual who promoted teamwork and gave unselfishly of their time and talents and displayed a genuine interest and concern for fellow students.  The recipient is selected by the Staff and Students. 

 *Failure of any summative evaluations excludes students from award eligibility.

CCAF ACCREDITATION


The Airman Leadership School is an affiliate of the Community College of the      Air Force (CCAF).  CCAF awards all graduates 9 semester hours of college credit.

GRADUATION

There will be a formal graduation ceremony at the end of the 5-week course.  Uniform for the ceremony will be the SERVICE DRESS.  There will be a keynote speaker and diplomas will be distributed.  This will be followed by a Graduation Luncheon where Award winners will be announced.  You are encouraged to invite your Commander, Supervisor, Wing CCM, friends and family to attend both occasions.  You will receive more information about this during the course.

LOCATION AND REPORT TIMES

Bring at least six (6) copies of your TDY orders for in-processing.  

Airman Leadership School MI 04-2 will begin on 17 May  through 17 June.    These dates DO NOT include your travel days.   Government billeting and messing will be available at no charge.   You must report in NLT 1800 hrs on 16 May  but you may travel home after the Graduation Luncheon on 17 June  unless your flight arrangements will not permit.   Billeting will be available through 18 June.    The Graduation Luncheon will last approximately from 1100-1330.   Do not book any return flights until after 1600 hrs.

Alpena CRTC is located on Highway 32, approximately 3 miles west of  Alpena.

It is approximately a 5 hour drive from Battle Creek and a 4 hour drive from Selfridge ANG.  Alpena has an airport that you can fly in to.    You must complete the last sheet of this booklet to confirm travel arrangements so that we can arrange transportation from the airport to the base if needed.  You do NOT need a rental car.     An emergency phone number is:  Security Police, 517-354-6251.

You must report to Building 414  between 1300-1800 hrs on 16 May .   (We understand that some flight itineraries arrive after 1800 hrs, if so, contact us and we will make arrangements to inprocess you after you arrive)    You will receive your room key, linens and more information.  Guests can be with you until 1800 hrs, then must depart the Base.  There will be a female dorm and male dorm.  Each one is off limits to the other.

HONOR CODE

While at ALS each student observes the Airman Leadership School honor code:  “I will not lie, cheat, or steal, nor will I tolerate those among us who do.”  This is a simple statement of the honor code all ALS students observe.  The ALS students administer the honor system.  All students learn the value of honor and the significance of the fact that their word is accepted without question.  This impresses the students with the importance of integrity first as the touchstone of the military profession and part of the Air National Guard Core Values.  Plagiarism is considered cheating and is grounds for dismissal from ALS.

STUDENT RELEASE


An Academic Review Board will convene and will make decisions concerning students releases.  ALS students may be released under one of three categories for the following reasons:


ADMINISTRATIVE RELEASE:  Confirmed personal hardship, illness, emergency, or for the need of the Air Force.  Students may be re-enrolled in the course as soon as the condition causing release is resolved.


ACADEMIC RELEASE:  Failure to achieve 70% on evaluations in the academic track or an unsatisfactory rating on a performance evaluation.  Students may not be re-enrolled for at least 180 days.

DISCIPLINARY RELEASE:  General misconduct, dishonesty, indifference to learning, or other behavior detrimental to good order and discipline.  Students may not be re-enrolled for one year.
